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GURU KASHI UNIVERSITY 

POLICY FOR ACADEMIC PROBATION AND DISTINCTION 

Guru Kashi University follows Choice based credit and Grade Point System on 

a 0 to 9.5 scale for evaluation of students. For “Academic Standing” of a student, 

the following categories have been defined: 

1. The students, who clear only 50% of courses in a Semester and gets 

promoted to the next Semester, shall be on “ACADEMIC PROBATION” until 

he/she clears remaining 50 % of the courses of that Semester.  

2. If a student consistently secures a CGPA of 6.00 or more in first attempt in 

both the years of study, then he/she shall be awarded “GOOD ACADEMIC 

STANDING” and this will be reflected in the Grade Sheet of the final 

Semester. 

3. Passed with Distinction: The students who will achieve 7.50 CGPA or above 

in first attempt in the final result shall have academic standing of “PASSED 

WITH DISTINCTION” and this will be reflected in the Grade Sheet of the 

final Semester.  

4. Good Academic Standing and Passed with Distinction will be reflected in 

the final transcript of students on the basis of CGPA at the end of the 

programme.
